Sarah 

 Represents promise 
 Free woman 
 Free 
 Child (Isaac) – by promise 
 Child (Isaac) - is the heir 
 Jerusalem above is free 
 We are children of promise as Isaac 
 We are children of the free 
 Born after the flesh tied to law
